If you are confident in your ATAR, but need to meet undergraduate  
pre-requisite subject requirements, this is your pathway. You have two options.

OPTION 1

Face to Face 
Bridging Program

Commence at UQ Semester 1, 2025
Experience studying at the St Lucia campus. This is an 
intensive short course taking place over four weeks. 
Successful completion of an individual course will satisfy the 
prerequisite requirements in Mathematical Methods, Physics, 
Chemistry or Biology at The University of Queensland.

Class time Monday to Friday, 9am to 5pm

Applications open Monday 29 July 2024

Applications close Monday 11 November

Cost $1,500 per course

To support students from a Low Socio-Economic background, 
Regional students and Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
students a bursary is available.

Certificate IV in Adult Tertiary  
Preparation (11240NAT)  
individual units

Commence at UQ Semester 1, 2026
Delivered online in the evenings over a 30-week period,  
you’ll have the support you need to reach your goals and 
commence at UQ in Semester 1, 2026. You can choose 
to study up to two pre-requisite units in either General 
Mathematics, Pure Mathematics (equivalent to Mathematical 
Methods), Chemistry or Biology. If you are choosing Biology 
or Chemistry, you will need to take a trip to our St Lucia 
campus for face-to-face laboratory sessions, and one field  
trip to Nudgee Beach (for Biology).

Certificate IV in  
Adult Tertiary Preparation 11240NAT

An online option to help you attain a Tertiary 
Entrance Rank and/or meet the pre-requisite subject 
requirements for undergraduate degree programs. 

It is recognised as a Year 12 alternative and is ideal for 
students needing an online study option or for adults who 
have not participated in formal study for some time. 

To attain the full qualification, you will need to complete 
three English units you need to select another two or three 
course areas comprising six units from General Mathematics, 
Pure Mathematics (equivalent to Mathematical Methods), 
Chemistry, Biology or Psychology. 

Delivery
You’ll have synchronous evening classes and consultation 
session via Zoom with our highly qualified teachers.  
Classes take place Monday to Thursday from 7 to 9pm 
and you’ll need to commit around five hours per unit,  
per week over three terms (10 weeks per term).

If you take Biology or Chemistry units, you’ll also be required 
to attend face-to-face laboratory sessions at our St Lucia 
campus and one field trip to Nudgee Beach in Brisbane 
(Biology only). For completion of the Biology or Chemistry 
units, attendance at these activities is compulsory  
and non-negotiable.

•	 Be at least 18 years old or turning 18 within the  
enrolment period
